Grant Recipient Agreement

Purpose:
Grants are designed to encourage, facilitate, recognize and reward great ideas, or creative instructional approaches to accomplish program objectives. Anahuac ISD Education Foundation offers teachers and administrators the opportunity to apply for grants to support creative programs or projects that encourage higher levels of student learning. The grants must enhance student academic performance, support the mission, goals, and initiatives of the school district and support the Campus Improvement Plan. 
Persons Eligible to Apply for Grants: 
Individuals or teams of individuals employed by Anahuac Independent School District who are involved in the instruction of students or related support services benefiting students are eligible to apply for grants, as long as direct impact on students can be demonstrated. 
Eligible Proposals:
We invite applications for instructional approaches or projects designed to begin during the 2026-2027 school year and which meet the selection criteria as approved by the Anahuac ISD Education Foundation Board of Directors. 
Responsibilities of Grant Recipients:
· Use grant funds according to the awarded grant application.
· Funds must be expended, and projects fully completed during 2026-2027 school year. 
· At the completion of the grant project, a project evaluation final report must be submitted to the AEF. 
· Before a grant recipient can submit applications for another grant, a project evaluation (final or interim) must be submitted to the AEF. The project evaluation will be emailed to each grant recipient.
· Agree to share successful procedures in staff development sessions.
· Agree to give an impact report of the results from the grant funds.

Grant Application Submission and Selection Process


Guidelines for Completing the Application:
For the Foundation to fully understand your proposed project, your application should be written with as much description and detail as possible for the review. When completing the application, keep the following in mind for each section:
Statement of Purpose:
· Tell what you hope to achieve and the area of student achievement you wish to address. 
· Keep the statement simple and straightforward.
· Show how the project relates to the District/Campus plans.

Objectives:
· Limit the number of objectives.
· Imply or state evaluation in the statement of objectives.
· Use SMART (Specific; Measurable; Achievable; Relevant; and Time-considerate) objectives.

Description of Proposed Project
· Describe the issue addressed.
· List steps to be followed in project implementation.
· Relate project to purpose and objectives.
· Be specific.

Statement of Rationale:
· Why is the project important/needed?
· Address how the project relates to district educational plan.

Evaluation:
· Relate to stated objectives.
· Indicate how you will know whether or not the project was successful.

Partners:
· Are there others who will participate in this project? (i.e. PTA, Rotary, City of Anahuac)
· What will their role be?

Award of Funds:

Grants of up to $5,000 will be awarded. The number of awards will depend on funds available from the Anahuac ISD Education Foundation.



Submission Due Dates: 
· Grant Applications are available on the foundation website at:  www.anahuaceducationfoundation.org
· Grant applications must be submitted as hard copy to the Campus Principal no later than Monday, January 12, 2026, by 4:00pm. Foundation Executive Director will pick up applications from each campus Friday, January 16, 2026, by 4:00 PM.
· If you are a 2025-2026 grant recipient, make sure you submit a grant project final or interim evaluation report by February 13, 2026.  Grant evaluation report will be emailed to each grant recipient.

Selection Criteria:
The following criteria will be used to review grant applications: 
· Degree of originality of the project, demonstrating educational innovation.
· Evidence that students will benefit directly from grant funding.
· The degree to which the proposal sets clear goals and is well-articulated, attainable and measurable.
· Accountability for funds as detailed in budget request.
· The degree to which sound evaluation procedures are incorporated in the proposal, including measurable indicators of success.

Selection Process:
· Applications will be reviewed by the Grant Review Committee and, if approved, presented for formal approval to the AEF Board of Directors. The AEF Grant Review Committee is comprised of Anahuac ISD Education Foundation board directors. 
· Applications that meet the stated criteria and are received on time are forwarded to members of the AEF Grant Review Committee. 
· Each committee member reads the grants and scores them using the Grant Evaluation Scoresheet. 
· The committee meets to review the cumulative scores and make funding recommendations to the foundation’s board of directors for final approval. 
· Applications involving technology must be approved by Justus Cook : cookc@aisdpanthers.com before the application is submitted. 

Each application is reviewed based on the following criteria:
· The degree to which the grant supports the District/School Board Goals, Campus Improvement Plan and/or a specific quantifiable student learning need as identified through campus or district data.
· The degree to which student academic performance is emphasized.
· The degree to which sound evaluation procedures are incorporated in the proposal.
· The degree to which the proposal represents a creative or innovative approach to the accomplishment of objectives. 
· NOTE: Funds are not typically available for recurring programs/projects. The proposal should address a new project as opposed to one accomplished or under way.
· The degree to which the proposal is clear and logical, based on (a) specificity of objectives; (b) clarity of description of instructional procedures, methods or treatments; and (c) relevance of evaluative procedures as related objectives and treatments.
· All applications will be subject to number-coded, blind reviews relative to applicants and specific campuses. Accordingly, specific reference to the applicants and campus should be limited to information on the cover page. 
Eligible Proposals:
· Acknowledge that you have read, and understand and agree to the 2026 - 2027 Innovative Teaching Grant guidelines below:
· Instructional approaches or projects designed to begin during the 2026 - 2027 school year which meet the selection criteria.
· Instructional and classroom materials, parent involvement programs, or any activity or material which supports higher levels of student academic achievement.
· Grants may NOT fund teacher training or travel, technology related items obtainable through the district's technology department, or traditional supplies available through the school budget.
